This year marks the 50" Anniversary of the
Incorporation of the City of Radeliff. The Radcliff
and Fort Knox communities have always shared a
unique and close relationship. This umity dates
back to the two communities establishment in
1919. After the federal government established
Camp Knox, a young auctioneer by the name of
Horace MeCullum began to develop a new town
just south of the camp. The town was named for
Major William Radcliffe, the Quartermaster of
Camp Knox. During the next few decades the
town grew in proportion to the dislocation of
residents from small towns closed as Fort Knox
expanded its boundaries

In 1956 the City of Radcliff was officially
incorporated and designated a 6 Class City with a

population of approximately 800.
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Patton Museum To Stay At Fort Knox
According To Rep Ron Lewis

On Monday, December 12, 2005 U.S. Representative
Ron Lewis called a news conference to announce that he
had been assured by the Secretary of the Army’s Office
that the Patton Museumn of Cavalry and Armor would stay
on Fort Knox.

Ever since the Base Realignment and Closure
announcement was made that the Armor Center at Fort
Knox would be moving to Fort Benning, GA, the future
home of the museum, has been in question. The Museum
is one of the State’s largest tourist attractions and the
largest attraction in Hardin County.

Lewis stated, “I feel absolutely confident after my
conversation with the assistant Secretary of the Army that
the museum will not only continue to exist, but it will
continue to be the full-fledged first-class military museum
that we know today.”

The history of the Armored force is at Fort Knox and as
Lewis explained, “This is where the history is at, and you
can’t move history.” “This is where it belongs. We've got
such great support and a good donor base—community
support, the Patton family support—so it just makes all
the sense in the world to keep it here.”

The announcement relieved many people’s minds
including the Patton Museum Foundation who is in the
midst of a $35 million expansion campaign. Prior to the
announcement the Foundation’s expansion plans were
stalled but after Lewis spoke they are aggressively

pursuing the expansion.
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
