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Hardin County History Museum
Recognizes Thomas Lincoln

In honor of the 200" birthday of President
Abrzham Lincoln, the Hardin County History
Museum will recognize his father Thomas Lincoln
with a plague to be placed in the Lincoln Room at
the Fort Knox Leaders Club. The room, named
after the Lincoln Mantle is one of the most popular
rooms in use at the Ft Knox Leaders Club.

The mantle was originally constructed for a home
in Elizabethtown and was moved to Fort Knox in
1919 by Major William Radcliffe, who
commanded the Quartermaster unit at the newly
constructed post, and for whom the city of Radcliff
is named. The mantle was originally displayed in
what is commonly referred to as the “Alamo
Building” and was moved to the Officers Club
now known as the Leaders Club in 1934.

Thomas Lincoln’s family has other connections to

Fort Knox as well. His mother Bathsheba Lincoln
