The Historic Past Lives On AtThe
Brown-Pusey House

One of the most historic homes in central Kentucky, built
in 1825, still stands one block from the busy court house
square in Elizabethtown

The house was built by John Y. Hill. After Mr. Hill's
death “Aunt Beck™ his widow ran it as a boarding house
and it became known as the Hill House. The Hill House
played host to such notable visitors and boarders as
George Armstrong Custer, Jenny Lind, John Hunt Morgan
and others. Sara Bush Johnson and Thomas Lincoln were
married across the street. It could easily be imagined that
Abe himself walked the dirt street in front of the Hill
House.

A comer cupboard crafted by Thomas Lincoln, Abe's
father, in the early 1800s sits in the dining room and is
admired by visitors from across the United States and
many foreign countries.

The house was restored and presented to the community

in 1923 by Drs. William Allen and Alfred Brown Pusey.
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
