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| am pleased to present an overview of the RadclifffFort Knox Convention and Tourism Commission's activities
and accomplishments for 2008. A brief narrative of our programs is presented over the following pages.

Missiot

To promote the RadclifffFort Knox Community to the traveling public in order to create an environment that
maximizes the tourism industries positive impact on the local economy and quality of life in Radcliff.

+ The Commission's Board of Directors is a policy-making group that is guided by a Chairperson, who is
elected by his or her peers for a one-year term of leadership. The RadclifffFort Knox Convention and
Tourism Commission Board of Directors consist of seven members who represent the visitor industry:
Bill Ott, Hotel Representative (Chairperson), Margo Kampe, Mayor Representative, (Treasurer),
Jeannene Shipp, Chamber Representafive, David Colvin, Mayor Representative, Charlie Fraley,
Restaurant Representative, Sam Patel, Hotel Representative, Camilla Mullins, Hotel Representative.
The staff includes Kelly Barron, Executive Director and Sandy Urbahns, Office Manager.

+ Figures released by the Kentucky Department of Travel show that tourism in Hardin County was up 7.8
percent in 2007 when compared to the previous year. Visitors added $209 million to the County's
coffers. The report also indicates that more than 176,600 people are employed statewide in the tourism
industry eaming more than $3.46 billion in payroll. Nearly $7.25 billon was spent directly by domestic
travelers in Kentucky in 2007. Combined with the indirect spending, the fotal of value of the tourism
industry totals $10.72 billion. These amounts generate over $1 billion in local, state and federal taxes.
Tourism in Radcliff exceeded the previous year's performance in terms of revenue. The Commission's
revenue in FYE 2008 increased by 53.43 percent when compared to FYE 2007. These numbers prove
that we are doing a good job of communicating our story of the abundance of tourism opportunities that
this area has to offer. These additional funds will provide the means in which to enhance programs that
generate hotel room nights in Radcliff.

+ Accolades in 2008 include Commission President, Bill Ott's selection as the recipient of the Garmner B.
Hanson “Outstanding Hotelier of the Year™ award. It is the highest award given by the Kentucky Hotel
and Lodging Association. Honorees are individuals who are leaders in their communities, active in local
organizations and have achieved an outstanding level of excellence in the lodging industry. The
Commission’s marketing efforts also received recognition and praise. The Commission took top honors
in its division for the new Radcliff Tourism Brochure, which won “Best Rack Brochure” in the Traverse
Awards for Excellence in Tourism Marketing Competition. The “So Much to See and Do in Northern
Hardin County” radio commercials which aired on “Quicksie” WQXE-FM 98.3 radio in July received
Honorable Mention. The Traverse Awards honor talent, creativity and effectiveness in marketing. Each
entry is judged on its creativity and how well it relates to its audience. The awards were presented at
the Kentucky Tourism Industry Conference, held at the Sloan Convention Center Holiday Inn University
Plaza in Bowling Green, Kentucky.
